Instrumental Music Program Classroom Protocols

In the interests of student and teacher safety certain protocols will be followed in the classroom music program. Katharine will modify the program in order that students are not asked to be in contact with each other ie - clap other student’s hands in movement activities, dance close together or handle shared items. 

A range of non contact activities such a listening to music will be included in the lessons.
Set up: 

· All students will wash hand before they come to class or follow school protocols when moving to another learning space.   

· While groups may not be able to/not required to practice social distancing at 1.5m an attempt will be made to extend the footprint of the groups and us all available space in classrooms.

· Katharine will be distancing herself (1.5metres) from the students and classroom teachers wherever possible. Please assist by reminding students to sit back from Katharine when seated on the floor. 

Playing Protocols:

· Students may use instruments in the class but instruments and sticks will be wiped down after each class. No instruments requiring blowing will be used.

· Katharine will remove shared items such as scarves and balls from the lessons 

· When singing, students’ mouths should be facing the front of classroom, not directed at friends or classmates

· If students feel unwell with flu like symptoms, they are not to participate in music classes until they feel better.  
Pack up:

· Regular pack up procedures

· Extra time may be required for cleaning instruments etc

· Give time for hand washing after lesson, before the next class. 
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
