Instrumental Music Program Band Protocols

Band setup: 

· All band students will wash hand before they come to band. 

· Bands should use ALL available music stands. 

· While bands will not be able to/required to practice social distancing at 1.5m an attempt will be made to extend the footprint of the bands. 

· Bands who use stage areas will be moved to floor spaces to allow for a more space between players. 

Playing Protocols:

· Students will not share instruments at this time. Especially, Flutes/Piccolos and Tubas. 

· Although Buzzing on mouthpieces is common practice in learning how to play particular instruments, this strategy will not be used at this time due to spread of atomised fluids. Do not allow students to buzz on mouthpieces 

· Tubas are to stay at school at this time, so all students have access to their own tuba. 

· All students will use a spit cloth (slag rag) under their instrument to catch any fluids from their instruments.
· Schools are to provide paper hand towel to be used as one off spit rags if students do not have access to their own washable spit rags.
· Spit rags are to be washed weekly. When not in use spit rags are to be kept in ziplock bags or sealed containers. Please remind students to do so during class time. 

· If students feel unwell with flu like symptoms, they are not to participate in band until they feel better.   

Band pack up:

· Regular pack up procedures and give time for hand washing after band, before the next class. 
· Wipe any shared percussion sticks or instruments (eg triangles, tambourines, etc) at end of session.
Instrument care and maintenance:

· Instruments returned to IMP for repair/checking should be marked on sheet when last played/touched by students not the date moved to repair area

· All replacement instruments to have been untouched for a minimum of five days before issue
· If staff need to handle an instrument to check then wipe the keys, etc with swab before and after contact – do not blow 
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
